documents and examination results.

(2) Examination type and allocated points: Oral examination (200 points)
(3) Content of Oral Examination: Individual interview. It focuses on your major field of study, etc.

Photo sheet the last three months; an upper-body shot without any headwear
is considered suitable.
Confirmation Letter Submit the Confirmation Letter for the use of personal information
6 related to the entrance examination.
Note:

1. All documents must be written in Japanese or English. Otherwise, attach a Japanese or English

translation.

2.Your application will not be evaluated if the above documents are incomplete or not accurately

completed. Applications received after the deadline will not be processed.

3. Before applying, you have to contact a prospective supervisor (a faculty member from whom you wish

to receive academic instruction) and obtain their consent to your application in advance.

6. Handling of Personal Information

The University of Tsukuba uses the entrance examination results and other personal information that it

obtains from application documents only for matters related to admissions and screening or to improve its

admission processes and education systems. The identity of each applicant is kept strictly confidential.

7. Security Export Control

The University of Tsukuba has established the University of Tsukuba Rules on Security Export Control in
accordance with the Foreign Exchange and Foreign Trade Act, and conducts strict examinations for

acceptance of international students. International applicants who fall under any of the conditions set out in

said regulations may be unable to enter their desired course or program.

Prior to application, contact with your desired faculty advisor and ask them to implement export control

procedures.
